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SCENARIO #1 - emphasis on relaxation of standards to increase water supply, along with increased protection for delta smelt at
export facilities.

Scenario Features - Actively Manage Flex Operations under the following criteria:

1.

aggressively trigger relaxation of export standards to provide a net gain for water supply, while providing additional
restrictions on exports for added protection beyond Accord, AFRP, and Common Program to delta smelt adults (winter) and
young (spring and summer) from entrainment/salvage losses. (Assummed that these and other measures would protect other

species - for example, new intake screen systems should provide high salvage survival for salmon, steelhead, and striped bass).

provide for limited relaxation of X2 standard to provide additional water supplies in wet, above normal, and below normal
years.

If monitoring indicates limited risk to fish, export restrictions under Accord would be lifted; otherwise export restrictions
would remain in place. (Without export restrictions, environmental protection would be provided under new restrictions for
smelt, Accord and AFRP outflow and inflow criteria, and new relaxed X2 standards, as well as flow related components of
Common Program.)

New water supply developed from new facilities would be allocated to ag/urban water users.
