We are embarking on the early implementation projects for the South Delta as part of the initial
steps towards achieving Stage 1 goals and objectives. A Byron Tract/Veale Tract Work Group
has been formed to guide CALFED on the Water Quality Program early implementation actions
for the South Delta which involves improving the source water quality for the Rock Slough
intake to the Contra Costa Canal.

CALFED is interested in evaluating and, if demonstrated feasible, relocating and/or treating
agricultural drainage discharge to reduce impacts on urban water quality (i.e. Veale Tract
drainage relocation or treatment, RD 800 drainage relocation or treatment, and others). This
includes an implementation plan and environmental impact evaluations. The group is asked to:

. Help identify existing projects and studies which relate to the CALFED action to
ensure proper coordination.

associated with proposed projects.

CALFED is interested in continuing to implement or support successful existing programs and
measures which reduce pollutant loads and contaminants in the Rock Slough Intake.
