Subject: Phase II Milestones and Approvals

In addition to approving the.draft and final Programmatic EIS/EIR, CALFED agencies
will be asked for approval of several interim decision points prior to the release of a public
draft, including:

¯ purpose and need statement;
¯ the no action alternative and affected environment description;
¯ the definition and level of detail of the alternatives; and
¯ the selection of a preferred alternative.

The following table identifies the decision items, the date they will be provided to
CALFED Management Team for initial approval, and the date they will be provided to
CALFED Policy Group for final approval. The appropriate level and form of approval for
each agency must be identified and agreed to by all CALFED agencies.
