Since Wednesday, 9 Chinook were caught at the Tisdale Weir traps and
one was adipose fin clipped. None were caught at Knights Landing or
in the Delta. No Chinook were captured in the Sutter Bypass rotary

screw trap at the lower end of the Bypass.

Considering this additional information indicating little Chinook
movement within the Delta, there will be no special DAT Conference
Call today, 11/29, to discuss the b(2) export reduction and smolt
survival experiment.
