The Bay-Delta Advisory Council’s first meeting of 2000 will be held on
February 17 in Sacramento at the Sacramento Association of Realtor’s Auditorium,
2003 Howe Avenue (see enclosed map). Attached is an information packet for the
meeting.

The CALFED Bay-Delta Program is in a period of transition, completing
Phase II (planning phase) and preparing for implementation in Phase III. The BDAC
agenda reflects this state of transition. In terms of finishing up work on Phase II,
BDAC is being asked to assess the CALFED preferred program alternative (before
the Programmatic Environmental Impact Statement and Report is finalized) and to
identify issues that still need to be addressed between now and into implementation of
the Program. The rest of the agenda will be devoted to implementation issues,
including providing a recommendation to the CALFED Policy Group on the
Ecosystem Restoration FY 2001 Draft Implementation Plan. You will also be asked
to discuss major issues confronting the Water Use Efficiency Program and progress
being made on the Water Management Strategy Evaluation Framework.

The meeting will begin with an oral Executive Director’s report. The report will
be followed by your assessment of the strengths and weaknesses of the Preferred
Program Alternative. Results of your assessment will be forwarded to the CALFED
