Charter is needed.

C. Ecosystem Cost Sharing Agreement

Existing Cost Sharing Agreementexpires September 30, 2001. It only covers, the
preROD ecosystem program -not the $390 million. Do other program elements
need to be addressed .in a cost share agreement?

D. State Federal Contract for funding the Bay Delta Program

Current contract between DWR and ClubFed to share the cost of the CALFEI~
Program expires December 2000. Should a new contract b~ adopted to support
functions and responsibilities assigned to the Bay Delta Program during the
interim?

1. New Public Advisory Group

Establish a new FACA chartered public advisory group to advise Bay Delta
Program during the interim.

¯ Serves as umbrella FACA group to support focused groups such as Drinking
Water Council Roundtable, Watershed Workgroup and others as needed.

¯ Provides ongoing and broad based input and advice for the Program

¯ Serves as transition to the long-term Commission model

¯ Responsibility - coordinate and consolidate recommendations to Policy Group
through a more defined collaborative process
