. California Farm Bureau Federation (in summary)

CALFED’s role in watershed management should be narrowly limited to technical agsistance and funding for watershed activities that meet the goals and objectives of the CALFED Bay-Delta Program.
Goal should read: “To provide technical assistance and funding for watershed activities relevant to achieving the goals and objectives of the CALFED Bay-Delta Program.”

First Objective: CALFED should concenirate on developing a process of review to ensure compliance with the goals and objectives of the CALFED Bay-Delta Program, not develop a restrictive list of
activities that are eligible.

Third Objective: Although CALFED can play an important role as & clearinghouse for watershed groups and activities, its ability to facilitate coordination among other entities should be limited. The
Watcrshed Program should not be put in & position where it is instructing other independent governmental agencies how to interact with other independent governmental agencies,

Fifth Objective: Organizing local watershed groups is a function that should be left 10 the true stakeholders such as landowncrs and local volunteer commumity groups.
