CALFED BAY-DELTA WATERSHED PROGRAM

BDAC Watershed Work Group Meeting Summary‘

The Bay-Delta Advisory Council (BDAC) Watershed Work Group met on November 2, 1998, in
Modesto. The BDAC Watershed Work Group (Work Group) was created to address the public’s
request to have more participation in the CALFED Watershed Program (Watershed Program).
The Work Group provides a forum for stakeholders covering a broad geographic area and wide
array of interests. Attendees of the Work Group meetings have direct interaction with the
Watershed Program’s Interagency Watershed Advisory Team (IWAT) and an opportunity to
review and comment on Watershed Program draft documents. In addition, the Work Group may
provide input to the BDAC on issues related to the Watershed Program.

Introductions

Robert Meacher (BDAC/Regional Council for Rural Counties/Plumas County Board of
Supervisor), co-chair of the Work Group, began the meeting with introductions. A list of
meeting participants is included (Attachment A). A meeting agenda and sections of the Draft
Watershed Program Plan illustrating the primary elements were distributed.

CALFED Bay-Delta Program Update

Steve Ritchie (CALFED Bay-Delta Program) briefly discussed the CALFED schedule.

CALFED staff is continuing to work on the preferred alternative and related documents. In
December 1998, a revised Phase I Report outlining the preferred alternative will be released for
public review along with the revised drafts of the Common Program Plans (Watershed,
Ecosystem Restoration, Water Quality, Water Use Efficiency, Levee System Integrity, and Water
Transfers). During the 60-day review period, CALFED will again hold public meetings
throughout the state to solicit feedback and comments. A Final Programmatic Environmental
Impact Report/Statement and Record of Decision are expected to be finalized by the end of 1999.
Stage I implementation actions will begin early 2000.

Mr. Ritchie also announced that Judy Kelly, former Program Manager for the Watershed
Program has left the CALFED Bay-Delta Program to pursue a career in the private sector. John
Lowrie (USDA Natural Resource Conservation Service/CALFED) has assumed the Watershed
Program Manager role.

Comprehensive Monitoring. Assessment. and Research Program (CMARP) Update

Ann Dennis (U.S. Geological Survey/CMARP Team) presented an overview of CMARP. The
purpose of CMARP is to provide facts and scientific interpretations necessary for implementing
the CALFED Program and for evaluating the success of the Program. The objectives of CMARP
are to:
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document conditions,
recognize trends,
assess causes of observed changes,
partner with management to undertake adaptive management,
reduce scientific uncertainties, and
_communicate results to the public.

Monitoring is a key component of CMARP. The monitoring scope includes baseline, trend,
effectiveness, compliance/mitigation, and operations monitoring. It was also suggested that
validation monitoring be included in this scope to allow for integration between research and
monitoring. ‘

CMARP has developed 35 separate working groups to address monitoring issues. A “Watershed
Monitoring Team” has been created to work with stakeholders and the IWAT to develop
watershed monitoring protocols for the Watershed Program.

CMARP will examine how proﬁgsed activities affect the watershed that they are implemented in.
Physical data will be obtained and analyzed for all projects; however, it is anticipated that social
and economic impacts may be difficult to analyze.

A remark was made by a meeting participant regarding the source of the data. It is important to
recognize that monitoring is performed for different reasons and the data acquired may reflect
this premise. Furthermore, the notion of scales is also critical to the process. Effectiveness of
site-specific projects needs to be addressed at a small scale; likewise, broad projects should be
analyzed at a broad scale.

Elements of the Watershed Program

Dennis Bowker (Napa County RCD/ CALFED) led a group discussion on the primary elements of
the Watershed Program: Coordination and Assistance, Adaptive Management and Monitoring,
Education and Outreach, Integration between Common Programs, and Watershed Processes and
Relationships. The purpose of this discussion was to solicit comments on the fundamental ideas
of the elements. It was noted that CALFED agencies are also reviewing and providing comments
on the elements of the Draft Watershed Program. Therefore, after the agency and stakeholder
review period concludes (November 20, 1998), CALFED staff will compile and assess all
comments and make revisions to the document accordingly. The following is a summary of the
comments received during the meeting.

Coordination and Assistance
u Clarification should be made that participation in the Watershed Program ison a
voluntary basis. This issue is a concern of both public and private landowners.
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= Although it may be efficient to coordinate funding among government agencies and other
organizations, it may prevent innovative ideas for new or improved funding ptograms. In
an eﬁ'ort to prevent this, mcentlves could be provided for new innovations and local
creativity. '

m  The text in the sub-element regarding collaboration with local general plans and
regulations insinuates that watershed pIans should drive land use decisions. It is the
opinion of some that land use decisions should be guided by local government; whereas
athers feel that watershegd plans should be closely integrated into land use decisions. This

" conflict should be recogmzed within this sub-element. ,
u Academia should be 1nc1uded in the list of watershed partnerships.

Adaptive Management and Momtoring

L The terms monitoring,”f‘assessment and “inventory” should be defined.

u Clarification is needed regarding baseline monitoring. Currently, the language implies
that funding would not be available until baseline monitoring is completed by the
applicant.

= Recognition should be g;lven to the fact that adaptive management is not always
workable; adaptive management needs funding. .

| The Watershed Program 'should not be the sole repository for data of projects
implemented through the Watershed Program. Clarify how data can be accessed and by
whom.

L Social parameters are subjective matter and should not be addressed in the document.
Furthermore, this concept is straying from the main objectives of the CALFED Program.

Education and Outreach
u The language in this sectlon reads more “aggressively” than the others with regard to

funding activities. Other sections should be amended to reflect the same tone.

Integration Between Common Programs

n Language should be included in this section to encourage projects that encompass
elements of multiple common programs; i.e., water quality and habitat restoratlon
improvements.

n Clarify that acting as an “active liaison among the common programs” will be performed

by a multitude of md1v1duals not just one person.

| A letter should be written to CALFED on behalf of the Work Group stressing the
importance of integration of the common programs. Work Group members should
receive a copy of the letter.

Watershed Processes
u Human values are a subjective matter and not approprlate to include in the document.
Include a vision to illustrate the purpose of the activities outlined in this section.
A description of the basm functions of a watershed should be included.
This section should be re-wntten and presented in a more positive manner.
