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Background:

CALFED staff have prepared a list Vof previously funded restoration projects to assist

Integration Panel members and the participants in the regional meetings. This list includes =

projects funded by Category III in 1995 and 1996, by Proposition 204 Category III and
Tributary Watershed funds, from the Anadromous Fish Restoration Program (AFRP) in FY
98 and 99, and from the Federal Bay-Delta Act funds in FY 98. Additional AFRP actions
from FY 95 through FY 97 are still being added. We recognize that this is not a truly
comprehensive list of restoration projects but was designed to give participants an idea of
what major efforts are already underway. A copy of the most recent draft of the list is
attached in this package. We have also contracted with UC Davis to provide digital
mapping of the actual project locations. This effort is still underway and improved maps of
the projects are expected to be available when we are considering project proposals later this
year. '

In addition to this review of previously funded projects, CALFED staff have been
preparing information on which ERPP actions are expected to be implemented in the first
stage of the long-term program. To ensure that the FY 99 Plan is consistent with the
development of the long-term program, the information on the ERPP Stage 1 actions has
been provided to the regional meeting participants and to the Integration Panel. A copy of
