1999 Proposal Solicitation Process :

Wendy Halverson Martin provided a briefing on the proposals received under the 1999 Proposal Solicitation.
In total, CALFED received 226 proposals requesting over $260 million. In this round, a maximum of $18.7
million will be awarded. Below is a summary of the number of proposals received for each topic area.
