SACRAMENTO -- The CALFED Bay-Delta Program will hold an 6pen house public meéting in
Plumas County Tuesday, October 28, from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m., at the Indian Valley Grange, Main
Street (Highway 22), in Tajlorsville. -Area residents are encouraged to come and learn about

efforts to improve the ecosystem and water managemént of the Bay-Delta system, as well as the

 specific implicatioﬁs of these efforts for Northern Californians.

(A meeting will also be held in the Chico area Tuesday, December 9, at Durham Memorial Hall

in Durham.)

“The northern third of the state is the source of nearly 80 percent of water to the Delta,” said Lester
Snow, executive director of the CALFED Bay-Delté Program. “Northernérs have an important
stake in that water, requiring plentiful groundwater and adequate river flows to support their homes,

farms, and industries.”

The CALFED Bay-Delta Program will soon release a draft progra.ﬁamatic Environmental Impact
Report/Environmental Impact Statement identifying a poténtial solution to problems associated

with the Bay-Delta system. Public input is critical to the development. of an equitable and

| Bay and the Sacramento and San Joaquln rivers, is a critically important part of Cahforma s
natural env1ronment and economy. It supplies drinking water for more than 22 million
Californians, irrigation water for tnore than four million acres of the world's most productive

farmland, and supports 120 fish and wildlife species; some found nowhere else on the planet.

~ For the past several decades the Bay-Delta system has struggled to meet the competmg demands
of the envn'onment and water users, while maintaining good water quality and a levee system
that protects local towns and infrastructure from flooding. Today the system is not adequately

meeting any of these needs..

The CALFED'Bay-Delta Program was initiated in 1995 by Governor Pete Wilsonand the
‘Clinton Administration to address the environmental and water management issues associated

with the Bay-Delta system. 7

CALFED is made up of technical experts from various state and federal agencies, and given
direction by the policy leadership of those agencies, as well asa federally chartered public
