Report/Environmental Impact Statement identifying a potential solution to problems associated v

“with the Bay-Delta system. Public input is critical to the development of an equitable and

feasible solution.

The informational meetings will feature an open-house session from 5:30 to 7 p.m.v during which
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Program staff will be avaiilable to answer questions and provide information to those in
 attendance. A presentation will be held from 7 to 8:30 p.m., giving a geﬁeral overview and -
update of the Program’s progress as well as an opportunity for the public to comment on issues

A series of formal public hearings will also be held upon release of the draft prbgrammaﬁc S
- Environmental Impact Report/Environmerital Impact Statement. The schedule for those

meetings will be announced later this year.

Bay and the éacrament’o and San J oaquin rivers, is a critically importanf part of California's |
natural envirohment and economy. It supplies drinking water for more than 22 million
Californians, irrigatioh water for r‘nbre than four million acres of the world's most productive

farmland; and supports.120 fish and wildlife si)ecies; some found nowhere else on the planet.

~ For the past several decades, the Bay-Delta system has struggled to meet the competing demands
of the environmentrarvld water users, while maintaining good water qlialify and a levee system
that protects local towns and infrastructure from flooding. qu'dy the system is not adequately

meeting any of these needs.

The CALFED'Bay-Delta Program was. initiated in 1995 by Governor Pete Wilson -and the
Clinton Administration to address the environmental and water mahag_em,ent issues associated

with the Bay-Delta system.

- CALFED is made up of fechnical exéerts frqin various state and federal agencies, and given
direction by the policy leadership of those agencies, as well as a federally chartcred public
advisory committee. In additioﬁ, interested constituencies and the general public have

| participated in numerous technical and public workshops since the Program got underway in

‘early 1995.
