The CALFED Bay-Delta Program respectfully requests that the following, six runs be
conducted to assist in the analyses of the ten draft alternatives.

As you are aware, CALFED and DWR staffs and CALFED consultants are applying
spreadsheet models to make estimates of water supply and water quality benefits of the 10
draft alternatives. These spreadsheet models are primarily based on the results from existing
DWRSIM runs.

In order to analyze the effects of large scale demand reductions on project operations
and Delta water quality, the follo~ving three variations of the existing DWRSIM run with the
May 95 SWRCB Water Quality. Control Plan requirements (study 414.bf) are needed.
