Subject: Vernalis Adaptive Management Plan (VAMP)

You recently met with Mark Cowin, Dick Daniel, and Stein Buer of my staff to discuss
concerns about the Vernalis Adaptive Management Plan and its potential relationship to the
CALFED Bay-Delta Program. They discussed with you a number of CALFED Stage 1
Actions which would be likely to significantly improve Delta levees, water quality, stages,
circulation, and water supply reliability (Attachment 1).

CALFED would like to continue to explore with you potential assurance mechanisms
and agency commitments which would increase the certainty that these actions will move
forward expeditiously as proposed in Stage 1, thereby addressing a number of the key
concerns of Delta stakeholders in the CALFED process. CALFED would prefer to focus on
such assurance mechanisms which will complement progress on VAMP without requiring
that this important draft agreement be modified.
