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CALFED’s proposed Stage 1 actions do not address Southern California’s needs for
improved water quality or increased water reliability. We require safe drinking water supplies
from the Bay Delta in order to ensure our region’s public health. Southern California must
have protection for existing Bay Delta water supplies and have the ability to capture and store
water in wet years to use during dry years. Our $500 billion economy deserves no less.

The Southern California Water Committee has looked to the CALFED Program as the best
means of finally resolving the issues and achieving the long awaited objective of a Delta "fix".
We strongly urge you to resume pursuit of a balanced and technically supportable solution.
CALFED’s objectives must move in parallel and all program elements must be implemented
simultaneously. We believe that Southern California’s needs can be met in conjunction with
the needs of the rest of California. It will be a catastrophe if CALFED fails to do so.
