Nevada County group wants to look at options besides dams

Dismayed with the Yuba Coun-
ty Water Agency's flood control
plan, the South Yuba River Citi-
zens Leapgue wants to come up
with ils own.

SYRCL officials today will ask
Nevada County supervisors to cn-
dorse its request for a $180,000
grant from Calfed for the
$250,000 project.

The Nevada County group pro-
poses a 15-month Yuba River Ec-
ological and Flood Control As-
sessment project for non-dam al-
ternatives.

. “This is not meant to displace

.any other efforts,” said Shawn
‘Garvey, SYRCL's executive di-
rector. “It's not meant to displace
the Yuba County Water Agency's
proposal, and it’s not meant to
displace the Army Corps’ pro-
posal. It's meant to investigate
additional tools that are not
being looked at.”

Garvey said his group, once it
settles on its floed control strat-
egy, wants to work with Yuba,
Nevada and Sierra: counties to
obtain-state and federal funds “to
implement a watershed plan that
. protects residents and water
quality simuitaneously. We think
it can be doge.”

In 2 memo to Nevada County
supervisors, Garvey described it
as a “stakeholder-based ecologic-
al and flood contrs! assessment
study (hat will bring upper and
lower Yuba watershed residents
and inferests together to craft a
regional solution fo the problem
of flocd control in the Yuba wa-
tershed.”

Donn Wilson, the Water Agen-
cy’s engineer-administrator, said
the agency has tried to work with
SYRCL — with no success.

“The frustrating part is they
continue o complain we have not

adequately looked at alternatives
that they like,” Wilson said. “We
continue by telephone and mul-
tiple letters o ask them to come
sit down with us and our consult-
ants and go over all the bases for
not moving forward with some of
the alternatives they like. They
continue to not do that.”’

But, according to Garvey,
“They want itheir consultants to
tell us why they can’t do anything
else. We don't have time for
that™
