EWA Asset Recommendations

(From 4-10-2000 Federal-State Meeting)

The. following recommendations allow the creation of an Environmental Water Account
starting October 1, 2000. The EWA will acquire assets of about 300,000 acre-feet of
water during the period October 1, 2000 - September 30, 2001. The recommendations
also include provisions for acquiring additional assets that will allow the accoum to be
used for the long-term (5 + years). The recommendations also involve policy issues that
require resolution.

1. Pursue Recommended Tools (attached) With Flexibility to Purchase as Much
South of Delta Water and Storage As Capable

¢" This option includes the purchase of water south and north of the Delta,
purchase of storage space for the water, and SWP/CVP project operational
flexibility.
