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Executive Summary

Red Bluff Trailways Education and Outreach Program

Project Description and Primary BiologlcagEcologieal Objectives
The Red Bluff Trailways Education and Outreach Program continues the successful
community efforts begun by Red Bluff Trails United to develop a greenway/trailway
along city streams and the Sacramento River in the City of Red Bluff. The Trailway will
improve the water quality and habitat in the City of Red Bluff rivers and streams, through
restoration projects, providing educational activities and facilities, and encouraging
stewardship.

Appr oach/TaskstSchedule
This proposal asks for funding to advance the planning, design and development process.
Specifically, this funding will be used to conduct the necessary public outreach and
education efforts to include volunteer training, and public relations, workshops, and
meetings.

The Project Tasks include establishing and training volunteer subcommittees, performing
environmental assessment, conducting public participation workshops, and finally
developing a gmenwayltrailway master plan. The project will take one year.

Justification for Project and Funding by CALFED
The focus of the proj eel will be on creekside protection, restoration, education, and
stewardship. The education and outreach program will iuvolve numerous groups and
individual volunteers who will be asked to participate dimctIy in the trailway planning
effort. Through involvement the participants wifi learn the value and functions of stream
and river corridors, and also learn about the "nuts and bolts" of watershed planning
including erosion control, fisher3’ issues, water quality and supply, property and water
rights, and riverine and riparian habitats.

Particular importance will be placed on the protection and restoration nf instmam aquatic
habitat and shaded riverine aquatic habitat. The primary stmssors to be addressed in the
program are Water Quality (contaminants), Water Temperature, and Land Use
(urbanization).

Budget Cosls and Third Party Impacts
Request from CALFED for budget costs to complete tasks and phases of project amounts
to $41,414 5I. No negative third party impacts would be realized from this project.

Applicant Qualifications
The CSU, Chico Research Foundation has a successful record of managing grants
awarded by both State and Federal Agencies. The Project Co Director, Dr. Donald
Holtgrieve has directed hundreds of projects including several watershed planning efforts
and fisheries enhancement proiects. Project Co-Director Rich Holman is an Assistant

months. He presently manages numerous planning projecls throughout the North State.

3) Further funding. There are few funding opportunities for trailways development
without a trailways plan. As this project progresses there will be increasing
opportunity for further funding.

4) Project advanceinent~ The degree of project advancement will be used to
evaluate the success of the project.

5) Trailway construetlon. Ultimately, the success of the project will be determined
by the beginning of construction of the trailway or associated projects.

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Project Description and Approach
The purpose of this project is to improve the waler quality along streams and in a portion
,% the Sacra~nento River in the City ef Red Bluff These waterways-- Reeds, Brewery,
and Brickyard Creeks and the Sacramento River--are located in a relatively dense urban
setting Drainage from these areas flows ilRo the creeks and into tbe Sacramento River
thereby reducing river water quality for anadromous fish

Another objective of the project is Io improve the quality of the waterways as part nf an
effort to make the town environment more beautiful to residents and tourists. Like many
oily slreams thcs.e waterways have been subject to massive erosion, pollution from
unregulated human activity, and deteriorating riparian habitat. In addition to ~mproving
the waterways through the town, the trail would in effect link the town providing safe
non-vehicular access to schools, recreational destinations, and downtown. (See Red Bluff
Trails United Map, Attachment-B)

An active group of local elected officials, school teachers, school children, downtown
promoters, and concerned citizens have formed Red Bluff Trails United, a community
group inspired to restore the urban creeks of Red Bluff while providing recreational and
educational oppmlunitios. (At least Iwo teachers in town use the creeks as regular
environmental "classrooms") This group has conceived a bikeways/greenbelt approach
where waterway restoration (riparian restoration, bank stabiiizatiot;, etc.) will include a
Class I bike trail and interpretive and recreational sites. The trail would parallel steelhead
and fall run salmon babitat.

For the last year the City of Red Bluff has beert conducting public meetings discussing
creek clean up, general trail routes, potential habitat restoration sites, and educational
opportunities. The planning process encompasses the development of base maps, project
design, landscape and irrigation plans, environmental impact assessment, school and
public education materials, public invo]vement efforts, an implementation plan,
maintenance plans, and cost estimates

For this grant application we. are. seeking support fc, r the public outreach and education
component of the planning process. We me seeking funding to support staff time toward
Ihe oversight and coordination of these elforts, as well as funding for specialists who will
provide design expertise. Dr. Donald Holtgrieve a professor of Geography and Planning
will lead the watershed-related educational activities to include riparian restoration.
creekside slabilization, and natural history interpretation of endangered species issues.
Rich Holman a prolessor of Constmclion Management and will lead the design
worksbops and provide cost ¢stlmadoils and I’easibildy reports.

Proposed Scope nf Work- Outreach and 1’2duration Program
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Dellverables: Subcommittee groups identified, training/bockground material for
volunteers, meeting with subcommittee leaders.

1.2 Couduct Field Research. The fieldwork will consist of a careful examination of the
physical featurzs of Ihe landscape including the soil, geology, vegetation, water,
climate, and animal life,

Deliverables: Map to include sign~cant geologic, vegetation, soil, and hydrology
features adjacent to corridor, record of fieldwork.

1.3 Determine Other Relevant Features. Subcommitlees will also address the following
subjects as they pertain to crcekside trail suitability:

Access!Transportation. The extent of public access is an important variable that
must be defined for the Red Bluff Greenway system, It will depend on such thiltgs
as (a) the degree of aeces~ibil~ty desired, (b) the capacity of the corridor landscape
to absorb the impact of human use, and (c) the accessibiIity of the corridor to a
variety of potential users. Accessibility involves access to the Greenway system
and access to interpretive points, and recreational destinations within the creek
and river systems.
lfistorica!/cultural resources. America’s waterways are rich in history. This
Trailway will provide an opportunity to protect significant corridors, historic
settlements, artifacts, and other valuable remnants of an earlier age.

. Recreation and use. This Trailway can provide many recreatioo.al opportunities.
An inver~tory of recreational activities and programs will be conducted.

¯ Community impact. Thrnughoct this planning process and in particular this
subtask, the subcommittees will work to determine community impacts of the
proposed Trallway. To predict the trailway’s impact, local residents will be
surveyed and similar projects in surrounding communities will be atudied.

Deliverable: Record of surveys, research.

2.1Present Research Findings. Subcommittee leaders will present their findings.
Holtgrieve and Holman will provide technical expertise, presentation materials, and
gu~dartce throughout these workshops.

A public
agency or private orgardzation? Wil( implememaOon require actic~n and
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cooperalion among multiple agencies? Will it require special joint powers or
other agreements that woldd create a new special-interest entity Tb.ls may all
depend on who owns or has jurisdiction over the land the Greenway traverses.

4. Long-term management goals. Who will manage the Greenway after it has
heen developed? What level of management will be required?

5. Economic goa?.s How much money will be needed to develop and maintain
the Greenway? What type ef financial resources are likely to be available
from federal, state, local, and privale resources? What economic benefits will
the completed Greet’,v,,ay bring and ~.o whom?

Deliverables: Workshop, stated goals of rrailway.

2.3 Determine Alternative development concepts. After defining a broad range of goals,
the next step is to prepare alternative development scenarios. Each alternative
scenario poses the question "what if?" and invites reasonable solutions. Examining
alternatives will reveal the interrelationships among components; for example is
public access compatible with protectinn of the landscape? This workshep will
include hands-on design work for werkshop participants.

Alternative scenarios will he developed using a few guiding principles:
1. Respect the rights of private property owners.
2. Maximize, the use of public landholdings.
3, Propose developmem only to the extent you really need to; avoid major

alterations to the natural environment if possible; improve and protect the natural
functions of the environment where possible.

4, Limit the number of intersections with existing vehicular travelways.
5. Promote cost-effective solutions for facility development.
6, Seek solutions that are not management intensive.
7. Pursue connection between the trailway and other ecological systems.
8. Encourage safe, enjoyable, and environmen’~aliy compatible use of the natural

environment.

Location and/or Geographic Boundaries of Ihe Project
The Red Bluff Tragways is located in the City of Red Bluff: Connty of Tebama, Upper
Sacramento Watershed, and Reeds Creek Wamrshed (See Location Map, Appendix A).

Expected Benefit~
The focus of the project will be on cmekside protection, restoration, education, and
stewardship. The education and outreach program wi;.I involve numerous groups and
individual volunteers who will be asked to participate directly in the trailway planning
effort. Through involvement Ihe participants will learn die value and functions of stream
and river corridors, and also learn abcnlt the "nuts and bolts" of watershed planning
including erosion control, fishery issues, water quality and supply, property and water
rights, and riverine and riparian habitats

Particular importance will be placed on the protection and restoration of instream aquatic
habitat and shaded riverine aquatic habitat. The primary stressors to be addressed irt the
program are Water Quality (contaminants), Water Temperature, and Land Use
(urbanization).

It is expected that this education and outreach program will lead to the development of a
trailwayslgreenways plan that ’,.viii eventually be built. The coastraction of a trailway m
Red Bluff could have the following benefits: flood hazard reduction, cot~.traI of erosio~
and sedimentation, clean air and waler, species protection and education.

Background and Ecological/Biological/Technical Justification
Creating trailwaystgmenways serves a dual purpose: they provide open space for human
access and recreational use. and they serve to protect and enhance existing natural
corridors. Traiiwayst’gmenways have become increasingly popular because they
encourage creative use ,of land and they are ultimately, a community resource. From an
ecological standpoint trailwaystgreenways offer a ut:ique opportunity to protecl natural
resources that have a high concentration of ecological features and processes, namel_y
waterways.

Communities across the country have established trailways/greenways to address various
needs such as flood control (Denver), recreation and access (Portland), water qoallty
(Honolulu), and habitat protection (Placer County). Cities using a trailways/greenways
methodology benefit in that they address p~blic needs while providing a public resource
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improve waler quality, protecl ~pcc~es, and ultimately improve the qualily of lit~ in Red
Bluff.

To Whom It May Concern,

I’d like to introduce myself. My name is Julie Bunt. I am a fifth grade teacher. I
teach at a school which borders Brickyard Creek in Red Bluff. During the last fourteen
years, I have taken kids into the creek; a truly stupendous natural classroom. In all this
time,°l have nurtured a dream that the marvels of this riparian wonderland could be
utilized by Red Bluffians of all ages and interests. The vehicle to make this a reality is
the creation of a trail system along Brickyard’s bank. Every year, more people express
interest in developing the trail system. Yet every year, the hindrance is lack of funds.
Consequently, I enthusiastically support any application for monies which will facilitate
building of the trails.

q-o this end, I’d like to document the donation of ser¢ices made "in kind" by my
students and myself on a yearly basis to this project. Twice a year, we do an on-site
garbage clean-up. This involves an average of 28 students and two adults, it takes
about two hours to complete this task. I would estimate the hourly salary of the kids at
half of minimum ($2.50). Their contribution would then be $280.00 with an adult
contribution (at $10/hr) of $80.00 for a total of $360.00.

Or~ce a year, we do a cleaning along the entire length of Brickyard Creek. The
class cleans the creek because we raise salmon for release at our school site. This
takes four hours, and involves a smaller group of 15 or so students with five adult and
high school helpers. The contribution value for this is $350.00-

We are involved in various data collection projects, restoration projects, erosion
projects, and trail maintenance projects as well, The exact nature of these projects
varies from year to year, and project to project. I’ll estimate the value in time of this trail
project we are requesting money for. We work on the prelect one Friday each month
of the school year. There are 8 such Fridays in this school year. This is a whole c~ass
project, We spend approximately 1 1/2 hours of class time. The contribution in kind is
$1106.25 (including adult hours).

By the way, Apple Computer donated $300,000 in technology and funds to the
Brickyard Creek project back in 1990. The contribution was used for data collection
and report writing on projects ranging from species classification to building an
environmental study pond.

I hope you wilI view this grant request favorably. The kids are talking about
making this project happen as being even nearer than the fact that there will be trails.
They’ll be out there talking to service groups, foundations, churches, and the like. I
thank you for any help you c.~n provide in assisting them with this project

SUBJECT: Ovarvlew of Proposed Trails System

Councilmembers:

Since the mid-1970s the concept of a system of multi-use trails within our community has been
discussed by various local groups. A system of trails in our community would provide
recreational opportunities; enhance safety by providing alternate travel routes (off streets) for
children and adults; enhance the local economy by attracting tourists; and in ge~erat improve
the quality of life for a]l of us.

The various groups interested in promoting local trails have come together and organized under
the name "Red Bluff Trails United" (RBTU). Members of RBTU include representatives of the
local elementary and high schoot districts; the county government; other county agencies such
as the Resource Gonservation District; non-profit organizations such as CHIP and the Tehama
County Education Foundation: City employees and many ether individuals.

The trails syslem concept, which has been a part of City Plans since 1974, is by no means
solely a City project. However, City Council proclamation of June 6, 1998 as Trails Day in Red
Bluff demonstrates, to possible funding organizations, the widespread support for the concept
and will increaee the likelihood of securing funding to plan, design and construct the trat~s.

We are currently in the very early stages of trail planning and design. Mr. Richard HNmen, an
Associate Professor in the Department of Construction Management at California State
University in Chico, will present a brief overview of the trails system to provide e more detailed
representations of what could be a substantial community asset.
