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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City of Martinez downtown is in the historical flood plain of Alhambra Creek. For years the
City of Martinez has been periodically flooded by Alhambra Creek. In early 1997, the City
Council appointed an Alhambra Creek Flood Task Force to investigate ways to mitigate the
flooding problems along Alhambra Creek. After reviewing previous hydratdic stadies mad
analyses of Alhsinbra Creek and holding three public workshops, ~he task force identified a
program made up of tbree (3) projects that when implemented would mitigate flooding, would
h~aprove habitat and esthetic values, and would be acceptable to the community. These three
p~ojeets (Phases) are considered to be a octopi.ere integrated package. T’ae tbxee phases are
described as follows:

1. Alhambra Creek Channel Enhancements from Marina Vista to Green Street.

2. Upgrade of the Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) bridge and improvement of Alhambra
Creek from the UPRR bridge to Marina Vista.

3. Restoration of the Marsh Area near Alhambra Creek and improvement of Alhambra
Creek from the Carquinez Strait to the UPRR bridge.

M~ps are attached to this report showing the proposed project location.

This grant app|icatit~n is far funding for a portion of phase 1. The total cog of Phase 1 is
estimated to be $2,900,000 of which the City is requesting $355,000 for work related to habitat
restoration. The remaining costs for Phase 1 arc being paid for by a combination of City money,
a State of Califomia Office of Emergency Services (OES) Hazard Mitigation t3rant, and by the
citizens owning property along the creek through an Assessment District. Except for the re-
building of a wider railroad bridge, Phase 2 is almost complete and ls expected to cost
$4,200,000. Phase 2 is being paid for by ffmds from a combination of a Measure C
Transportation Sales Tax, the UPRR, the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).
The total cost of Phase 3 is estimated to be $2,400,000 of wtfich the City is paying for
$1,400,000 and Caltrans is paying for the remainder.

This three phased project, for which the City is requesting partial fimding only for Phase 1, will
meet the programs strategic goals nnmbers 1, 2 and 4 and to a limited extent 6 as described an
page 1 of volume I of the ERP. Phase 1 of the program will rehabilitate or restore 1200 feet of
the creek, phase 2 has completed 800 feet of the creek and Phase 3 will do the same along 1700
feet of the creek!marshlands. The Phase 1 project wil! help protect or restore functional habit
typas for public values, such as recreation, scientific rasearch, and aesthetics. It is expected to
halp to restore delta smelt, splittail, chinook sabnon, and steelhead trout. It can also be expected
that species such as neotroplcal birds v,511 use the enhanced area of Phases 1, 2 and 3. Phase l
vdll primarily help the restoration of steelhead trout, may perhaps help the chinook salmon which
have historically used the creek, and perhaps the delta smelt which may come into the brackish
water on incoming tides.
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The goals of the overall Altmmbra Creek program are supported by the Alhambra Creek
Watershed Committee. This conmfittee was formed in 1997 to look at the flooding problem and
all other issues impacting the Alhambra Creek watarshed and through a Coordinated Resource
Management and Planning (CRMP) process attempt to reach some resolution on issues affecting
the watershed. The committee is made up of stakeholders representing the interests of watershed
property owners and other interested parties. The Contra Costa Resources Conservation District
was recently awarded $I38,500 by CALFED for the Alhambra Creek Watershed CRMP
Program. The project in this application meets with the approval and goals of that group. A
local organization, Friends of Alhambra Creek, which has been in existence for several years and
is interested in improving the creek, is one of the parties in the Watershed Committee and very
much the supports the entire program.

As mentioned above, OES is participating in funding the Phase 1 work. In fact OES has taken
great interest in this project and is presenting a synopsis of the project to the Association of State
Floodplain Managars at their conference in Portland, Oregon on May 23 - 28, 1999. OES
believes that the project is exceptionally noteworthy because it provides for a combination
economic, societal, and environmental values.

Ttte restoration work accomplished with the phase 1 work will be monitored for a period of at
least five years to make sure that the final creek contoars and vegetation are successful. As
mentioned above the Phase 2 project is ahnost complete. It will also be monitored for 5 years.
Phase 3 will be accomplished in 2000 and wiI1 also be monitored for at least 5 years. Neither
Phases 2 or 3 sre a part of this grant request however the completion of all three phases will have
a synergistic effect on the environment oft.he whole reach of Alharnbra Creek from Green Street
to the Carquinez Strait.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This grant application is being submitted to meet the Habitat Restoration: Channels, Floodplain
and Marshes topic area of the proposal solicitation.

As mentioned in the Executive Summary the impetus tbr this three phased program was the
historiealiy flooding problem in Marfinez. For years the City has been looking for alternatives to
solve this problem. Recemly several things occurred to lead the City. to the sointions now before
ns. These include the fact that in the 1990’s the creek has flooded an unusual number o f times
inoluding in January of 1997. Copies of two pictures showing this flooding in downtowa
Martinez are attached to th~s report. In addition the City was fortunate to receive funding to
proceed with an extensive intermodal transportation facility in the downtown area right next to
the creek and the City was able to work cooperatively with Caltrau~ on a habitat mitigation
project near the bay for which they are receiving credit for delta smelt habkat.

The work on Alhambra Creek next to the intemtodaI project between Marina Vista and the
UPRR bridge is called the Phase 2 project, The Phase 2 creek work was designed to relieve
flooding while at the same time increasing the habitat and esthetic value of the creek. TNs was
accomplished by widening the creek and ereatlng a low floodplai~detention and habitat area
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next to the creek. This work is almost complete and a monitoring program will begin shordy.

Phase 3 of the overall program is the cooperative work with Caltrans on Alhambra Creek
between the UPRR bridge and the Carquinez Strait. Through this project some 18.7 acres of bay
side land will be improved to provide enh_anced marshplaln and more extensive tidal channels
while at the same time improving flood capacitiy through the area. Caltrans will receive credit
for 6.65 acres of delta smelt habitat which was required as part of their nearby bridge work.
This project may take several years but the most critical area net to the creek and extending to
the west of the creek is expected to be accomplished in 2000.

Phase 1 is the upstrearn continuation of the City’s program to reduce flooding while at the same
time advancing the cause of ecosystem restoration. It is for th~s phase that the City is requesting
grant funds. Phase 1, also know~ as The Alhambra Creek Channel Improvement Project, affects
a 1,200 foot long reach of Alhambra Creek between Marina Vista and Green Street. As shown
on the attached two sheets, the projeet invotves widening of the creek generally on the west side
and realigning the creek bctween Main Street and Ward Street so that it no longer goes under the
Old City Hall Building. The project provides for increased flood control, riparian and upland
habitat restoration, erosion control and bank stabilization primarily through native species re-
vegetation, pedestrian corridor enhancement and passive uses sucl~ as overlook areas. The
project is consistent with the down stream portions of the program in that all phases will decrease
the likelihood of flooding while increasing biologic and esthetic values.

It is expected that the Phase 1 project will be ready to go to bid by this fall and that except for
monitoring it will be completed in the fall of 2000. Because this phase runs through downtown
the project is somewhat restricted by existing buildings and infrastructure. Tharefore the work
will consist oft combination of widening with habitat restoration and some walls to protect exist
buildings and bridges. The funds requested in this application are only for the habitat portion of
the work. As with man’,," public works projects this project is tmfortunately under ftmded. There
is concern that if we do not acquire more fnadlng that the habitat elements of the project will be
dif~cuh to fully implement. It is our belief that additional funds will allow the City to proceed
as planned.

The Phase 1 project will occur within the creek habitat area during the period of April 15th to
October 1, 2000. Much of the restoration work will take place toward the end of the project
period including ofcoame the five year monitoring program.

Attached are two photographs showing the area immediately upstream of the creek as it goes
under the Old City Hall Building. One of the pictures in flood stage. The whole creek in this one
block reach will be reloc~ed and restored to the left of building.

This application is only for construction work and project managemant costs related to habitat
restoration. All ot’the other costs including the voluminous staff time required during the last
few years, production of design concepts, design of the project itself, and the bulk of construction
costs are being paid for from other sources.
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A marked USGS map is attached showing the location of this project.

ECOLOGICAL/BIOLOGICAL BENEFITS

EeologicalfIllalo glcal Objectives.

The Phase 1 project will realign and widen a portion of Alhambra for flood control, creek habitat
enhancement end urban beautification. The City is requesting grant funding tbr the portion of
the construction costs related to the creek habitat enhancement. Because the creek is in general
confined by the city around it, the species in the creek are stress by invasive riparian plants,
iv_compatible bank protection, and lack of naturally vegetative cover. Based on an evaluatior, of
existing habitats and the high level of distarbance on site, no focused surveys for special-status
animal species are wan’anted or conld be reasonably accomplished. Although there has not been
a baseline study of various important species, it is known that adults and young steelhead are in
the creek. It is also that believed that fall-run chinook salmon have used the creek and may still
use or be induced to use the creek. Also the delta smelt and splittail may indirectly benefit by
improved habitat from here downsn’eana to the Strait. Tidal water moves up into this reach and
during periods of low creek flow the water is brackish in this area. [t is also believed that
western pond turtles are washed into the area from time to thne, however the habitat is not
presently suitable for them. It is believed that widening the creek and providing more natural
contours and vegetative cover will have a beneficial effect.

The total official waters of the U.S. v~etland delineation in the Phase I reach of the creek is .53
acre. Although the project will increase th~tt area by only a small m~aount, the immediately
adjacent riparian corridor v, ill be significantly widened and restored. The condition of the
existing wetlands will be made significantly better by this widening and by the daylighting of
110 feet of the creek by moving it out from underneath a large building.

It is expected that this project will be durable. A great deal of thought and effort has gone into
making the project workable. Several creek floo&’restoration studies have of been made over
the years and this process is nearing conclusion. The work that is done during this project will
stand for a long so it is worth doing correctly. If additional funds are not found some of the work
including habitat enhancement work may have to be scaled back.

Linkages.

The City Ms been studying the issue of the flooding of Alhambra Creek for many yea~s. The
Alhambra Creek Flood Taskforee (created by the City in 1997), the Alhambra Watershed
Committee xvhich has been supported by CALFED grant 98-G1053, the Friends of Alhambra
Creek, the East Bay Regional Park District which has been supported by CALFED grant 97-N17,
Contra Costa County, California State Fish and Game, and Caltrans have all been involved in
recent years. Within the last two years much of this work has come to a head and all three phases
of the project from Green Street to the Strait are either underway or almost underway. In
addition, the Alhambra Creek Watershed Committee is still proceeding with the CRMP process
for the entire creek watershed; and the City, in 1998~ began a program to clean a different half
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mile section of the creek above Green Street each year on a four year rotating schedule.

]~e strategic goals are those number as 1,2,4, and to a limited extent 6 on page 1 and 2 ofVoi. 1
of the EtLP and further defined as Objective 1 and 3 on page 103 ofVol. 1 Phase 1 will meet the
visions expressed in items 5 and 6 on page 3 i, for the I:alI-~am chinook salmon ~uad stee~ead
listed on page 33 of volume I and for the western pond tart[e listed on page 37 of Volume I.
Phase 1 will also benefit and help meet the stressor reduction visions expressed in items 3 and 6
on page 40 of Vol. 1. The project will help reestabtish a reach of creek to as close to its natural
state as existing overwhelming development allows and meets the objectives and targets of
habitat restoration as given on page 147 et al. It also meets the objectives and targets of
freshwater fish habitats given on page 155 et al. and the objectives and targets of steelhead trout
given on page 225 et al. It also probably meets the objectives and targets of essential fish
habitats given on page 160 et al., the objectives and targets of fall-run chinook salmon given on
page 211 et al.,the objectives and targets of the western pond turtle given an page 334- et al., and
the objectives and targets of neotmpical bird guild given on page 362 et al. all of VoL 1. In
addition improving the habitat of the creek will have a benefit various other bird species listed in
Vol. 1.

This project relates to existing legal obligations in the sense that the City must comply with
environmental regulations. Therefore the City is obligated to produce no negative impacts. The
scope oPthe ecological improvements made are driven by the City and are more than outside
agencies would require.

System-Wide Ecosystem Objectives.

As explained previousty the grant applied for in this application for a portion of the funds needed
for Phase 1 and only a much smaller portion of the ~hree phased Alhambra Creek program which
has been done or will soon be done between the Carqulnez Strait mad Green Street. In addition,
the Alharabra Creek Watershed Committee is in the middle of a CRMP process and is currently
studying ways to improve the watershed in any number of ways. AISO, as mantioned earlier, the
City has embarked on a systematical cleanup of the creek upstream of the project.

Compatibility with Non-Ecosystem Objectives.

The Alhambra Creek improvements will provide flood protection to a much higher level than
now exists. The creek cuxrently floods at 2 to 5 year interval. The Athambra Creek program will
increase the flood interval to a 10 to 15 year event. The entire Martinez community ~vill benefit
by having a much more visible, healthy and esthetically beautiful creek to enjoy. The property
owners along the Phase ] project will be the primary beneficiaries of the flood protection
elements of the project and for that reason are fimanalng most of the project through an approved
assessment district in the amount of $1,500,000.
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TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY AND TIMING

The Alhambra Creek flooding problem has been reviewed throughout the years including studies
by the Army Corps of Engineers in 1967 and 1980. Their studies included a plan to pipe a
portion of the volume of the creek directly to the Strait. Other possibilities included no action,
cleared stream, farm ponds and retention basins, mad flood proofing. These proposals were
proposed for flood control only. Many of the plans included a large amount of walls and
hardscape with less thought to the environmental concerns then there are today. In 1992 Jotm
Northmore Roberts & Associates was hired by the City to prepared an Enhancement Plan for the
creek through the Phase t reach of the creek. The projects described in this application where
designed by John Northmere Roberts & Associates as a result of the studies made in 1992.

It is expected that Phase 1 will only require a Mitigated Negative Declaration of Enviromnental
Impact, If this proves to be the case the Negative Declaration will be done in May i999. Also a
Streambed Alteration Permit will be needed fi’om State Fish and Game, and an Army Corps of
Engineers 404 Permit will be required. Both of these permits are expected to be applied for in
May 1999 and be approved by November 1999.

MONITORING AND DATA COLLECTION METHODOLOGY

A monitoring program will be developed as part oi’the permitting application in cooperation with
the California Department of Fish and Game and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. Monitoring
will be carried out for at least five years following completion of the construction phase to
determine if the goals and objectives of the restoration plan are being met. The intent of the
monitoring will be to ensure habitat establishment and to document monitoring, maintenance,
and management of the mitigation effort.

Although the monitoring plan has not yet been developed it will included many of the elements
being used to evaluate the Phase 2 reach of ALhambra Creek. Site monitoring is necessary to
evaluate plant health and particularly, to identify, and correct problem areas. Habitat monitoring
will measure development of the habitat and will focus on performance statldards for the project.
The City of Martinez will be responsible for the maintenance and monitoring of the project
however the monitoring will be carried out by an outside expert not yet determined.

The mitigation plan will reflect conditions of the site and will have the objective of establishing
wetlands and riparian areas that will be self-sustaining over the long term. It can be expected
that the mon~tanlng will require an annual report of each ye~ after planting. This report will
include data on plant species survival, percent cover and height of tree species~ During the years
of the habitat creation the Project Restorationist will conduct an annual monitoring program that
will most likely inelude: I) observation of existing and developing problems and
recommendations for remedial actions: 2) an assessment ofcreatinn of habitats; 3) hydrologic
monitoring; 4) notation of invasive exotic species; 5) measurement of cover, and 6) photo
documentation. The site will visited in the spring and winter months during the monitoring
period.
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Tiae Table 2. ~onJ.toring and Data Collection Information is not submitted with this application.
Sycamore Associates LLC prepared the approved monitoring plan for Phase 2 of the creek
program and at this time it is expected that they will devetop the plan for the Phase work as well.

LO~CAL I1NVOLVEMENT

The Phase 1 project has involved a lengthy development process vdth input and meetings with
and among many stake b.olders. County and other local officials notified of and invited to
Alhambra Creek Flood Taskforce meetings where all of the proposals were discussed and
presented ir~eluded Contra Costa County Flood Control, Contra Costa Coumy Office of
Emergency Service, a County gapervisor, Corttra Costa Resource Conservation District,
California Regional Water Quality Contrel Board, Contra Costa Clean Water Prose’am, East Bay
Regional park District, arid the Central Contra Coast Sanitary District.

I~a addition to the above, the Alhambra Creek Watershed Group has been meeting to discuss the
entire creek watershed and the have been involved in meetings regarding the projects. This
group is made up of represantatives of all the stakeholders with interests in the watershed. Also
the work in Phase 1 is to a large extent finauce by an assessment district of property owners
along this reach of the creek.

T’ge City wi!l have to acquire one property and construction access easements from several other
property owners to complete the project. No funds are requested in this proposal for ~operty
acqusitiun. The City expects no problem in acquiring these rights. Copies of sul:~po~t letters from
several of the affected property owrters are attached. There are no negative third party impacts.
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COST

The City of lvlartinez is requesting $355,000. The portion of the project for w~ch funds are
requested is expected to commence about April 15, 2000 and except for monitoring to be
completed by the end of 2000.

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COST-SHARING

The Aihambra Creek program consists of three separate phases. Phase 1 is estimated to cost
$2,900,000. Of this amount $l,500,000 will be funded by an Assessment District which has
already been approved, $947,000 will be funded through a California Office of Emergency
Services Hazard Mitigation Grant whioh requires 25% matching fimds (the Assessment District
covers this), and the remaining $4~3,000 must be paid be paid for by other sources. The City is
currently short of funds by some $400,000 and is requesting $355,1100. Phase 2 of the program
cost $4,200,000 and is being paid for by funds from a combination of a Measure C Transporta-
tion Sales Tax, the Union Pacific Railroad, the State Transportation Improvement Program
(STIP). Phase 3 of the program costs $2,400,000 and is being paid for by $1,000,000 from
Caltrana and $1,400,000 from a combination of Measure C and STIP.

APPLICANT QUALIFICATIONS

The project work described in this application will be the responsibility of the City of Martincz
through its Engineering and Construction Management Departments. The City will hire a
quaiit]ed contractor to acoomplish the work. Either the City’s Construction Manager will
manage the project or the City ~vilI hire an outside experienced manager to manage the project,
however the City will at all times monitor and be fully responsible for the project. Post
conatrnctiort monitoring and da*a collection will be done by qualified experts with experience in
this field. Phase 2 of the Alhambra Creek progr0Jn is berg successfully accmnplished on ’dais
basis and, except for the monitoring program, is almost complete. Phase 3 will probably also be
bandied in the same manner.
