Project Description and Primary Biological/Ecolegical Ohjectives. Matterhormn California,
Inc., in collaboration with the City of American Canyon, proposes to create 2 demonstration
public access wetlands parking lot, bay trail, and boardwalk. The proposed project will
demonstrate and evaluate the use of innovative, non-invasive, non-toxic, and environmentally
sustainable materials and construction techniques for public access to fragile tidal wetlands.

The project will demonstrate, and evaluate multiple technologies of permeable paving for
parking lots and bay trails, along with the construction of a wetlands boardwalk and
interpretive/viewing area. Five water-permeable paved parking lot technotogies will be installed
with a rinof¥retention monitoring system: 1) precast intorlocking concrete, 2) gravel pave, 3)
pervious concrete, 4) pervious asphalt, and 3) grass pave, Three trail types will also be installed:
1) gravel pave, 2) aggregate with organic binder, and 3) grass pave. The marshland boardwalk
will be installed with helix screw anchors and pin foundation structures eliminating the need for
traditional pilings and the accompanying environmenta! disruption,

The project wilt also provide an opportunity o educate upstream watershed groups on the ability
of porous paving technologics to: 1) improve water quality by reducing non-point source
contamination, 2) improve water supply reliability and levee integrity by reducing peak flood
loads, and 3) improve overall Ecosystem guality due to benefits conveyed 1o their riparian
corndor and downstream wetland habitats. The project will also monitor the influence of the
“wetlands public access site” on watershed residents involvement in future upland watershed
improvement activitics via a project website.

The demonstration area parking lot will accommodate approximately 20 vehicles; bay trail will
extend approximately 200 yards to marsh/upland border; and wetlands boardwalk will also
extend approximately 200 yards to anticipate future connection with City of American Canyon
wetlands trails, levee trails, and future San Pablo Bay Wetlands Trail extensions.

The demonstration site will be located at one of the planned access points to the American
Canyon tidal wetlands, and will also serve as an interpretive center with kiosk and viewing area.
The project complements and helps to implement the City of American Canyon’s currently
funded CALFED project, the South Napa River Tidal Slough and Floodplain Restoration Project.

The project will be implemented by a coordinating commitiee consisting of Matterhorn
California, Inc., the City of American Canyon Department of Public Works, and other
collaborators. Upon project funding, preliminary design work and permitting would immediately
begin. Actual construction work should be completed within 90-120 days of funding.

Onsite sighape would explain the benefits of porous paving
and encourage visitors to visit the “Wetlands Internet Site”. The Internet site would offer more
detailed information on the habitat and the technologies used in the demonstration site. Napa
Watershed projects would be displayed and residents would be encouraged to “Adopt Their
Watershed” and participate.

Applicant Qualifications/Local Support/Coordination with Other Programs A highlv
qualified team, led by Phil Zeidman, AIA, President of Matterhorn California, Inc., a bio-soils
engineering firm, and John Wankum, City of American Canyon Public Works Director, has been
assembled to carry out the proposed project. Team members will include representatives from
USDA National Resource Couservation Service, California Dept of Fish and Game, Army Corps
of Engineers, two local schools which are adjacent to the proposed project site, and other local
agencies and groups.

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IV. PROJECT DESCRIFTION

PROPOSED SCOPE OF WORK.

Matterhorn California, Inc., in collaboration with the City of American Canyon, proposes to
create a demonstration public access wetlands parking lot, bay trail, and boardwalk. The
proposed project will demonstrate and evaluate the use of innovative, non-invasive, non-toxic,
and environmentally sustainable materials and construction techniques for public aceess to fragile
tidal wetlands.

The project is also designed to iflustrate the cause and effect relationship between upland
watershed practices and the health of the connecting river corridor and downstream wetlands
habitat. The project will also educate and encourage local citizens, students, and upstream
watershed groups to implement porous paving technigues in the upstream Napa River watershed,
to adopt their watershed, and to become more involved with local watershed issues.

The project will demonstrate, monitor, and evaluate multiple technologies of permeable paving
for parking lots and bay trails, along with the construction of a wetlands boardwalk and
interpretive/viewing area. Five water-permeable paved parking lot technologies will be installed
with a runoff/retention monitoring system: 1) precast interlocking concrete, 2) gravel pave, 3)
pervious concrete, 4) pervious asphalt, and 5) grass pave, Three trail types will also be instalied:
1) gravel pave, 2) aggregate with organic binder, and 3) grass pave. The marshland boardwalk
will be installed with helix screw anchors and pin foundation structures eliminating the need for
traditional pilings and the accompanying environmental discuption.

Environmentaily sound censtrugtion technology is an integral part of the demonstration of porous
paving and marshland trails. When rain hits pervious/porous surfaces, it seeps directly into the
earth which naturally filters harmful pollutants and prevents them from flowing into bodies of
water. Pervious concrete is a combination of course agegregate, Portland Cement and water, When
properly placed, it absorbs storm water and can dramatically reduce pollution of rivers and
streams. Porous asphalt is made and applied with conventional asphalt paving equipment.
However, conventional asphalt pavement is a mixture of large and small stone particles bonded
together with asphalt tar; for porous pavement, the smaller particles are left out and the
percentage of tar 19 teduced. This provides binding while leaving spaces through which the water
may pass. Grass pave is a porous paving system using a ring and grid structure to stabilize turf. Tt
has been used for firelanes, driveways, parking lots, and high pedestrian traffic areas. The ring
and grid structure sllows the grass roots to penetrate the sandy gravel roadbase required for all
pavements. Probably the most beautiful and environmentally friendly of porous paving choices,
grass pave does require maintenance. Gravel pave uses 100% recyeled plastic rings molded onto
non-woven geotextile filter fabric. The rings become invisible or camouflaged by the gravel
which is “contained” for a smooth, well-dressed paving finish.

The upland dry trail (or levee trail) will demonstrate both grass pave and gravel pave as specified
above, along with an organic binder aggregate paving. This is composed of a high strength non-
petroleum resin modified emulsion binder which is added to paving aggregate. Although it is
applied much like an asphalt emulsion it is more environmentally acceptable and can be applied
without the use of heat.

The wetlands boardwalk portion of the demonstration will use as foundation pilings displacement
screw anchors which are installed with hand-held equipment easily transported into these fragile
environments. This method eliminates the need for traditional pile systems and the heavy
equipment needed for their installation. The hot-dip galvanized foundation screw anchors do not
pollute sensitive estuary environments. The anchors screw into the ground quickly with only
minimal disturbance to underlying soils and the surrounding area. The method has praved cost
effective and durable nationally on other walkway projects. In particular this system was used in a
wetlands restoration project of over 1400 acres of swamp and salt hay farms adjacent to the
Maurice and Delaware Rivers in southern New Jersey.

On the dry upland and levee portions of the bay trail boardwalk demonstration a pin foundation
system will be emploved which makes possible construction without excavation. This foundation
system Is installed using pairs or clusters of short, small diameter driven pins, engaged in pre-cast
concrete piers or bracketed to structural composite timber members. The installation requires
minimal site disturbance or post-construction site repair, saving equipment costs and time,
reducing erosion, and preserving the strength of existing soils and native vegetation. Pin
foundations do not block the natural flow of groundwater, and do not require subsurface
perimeter drainage. They can be installed with small, lightweight tools in any penetrable soil, on
flat or sloping sites, and do not alter the existing grade. They can be maintained completely from
above ground and are resilient to cyclical, prolonged, or sudden soil and water movements. The
systems are also totally removable. An example of this systern can be found in the Hood Canal
Wetlands Project of the Washington State Department of Wildlife (1993).

Composite timber will be used boardwalk decks and structural members. This engineered
composite material is made from a combination of plastics and filler materials including
reclaimed sawdust. Environmentally appropriate because it converts recycled wood and polymers
in strong, moisture-resistant decking, this engineered composite material does not split, splinter,
decay, or rot like wood. Its tongue and groove design means there are no exposed fasteners that
can catch a toe or interfere with handicap access. The design allows water to flow freely off the
deck surface. As part of the boardwalk/observation area and interpretive kiosk the project will
also install two solar eco-restrooms, both handicap accessible. The project will also include
interpretive signage at the site, giving website information, and describing the demonstration.

The demonstration area parking lot will accommodate approximately 20 vehicles; bay trail will
extend approximately 200 yards to marsh/upland border; and wetlands boardwalk will also
extend approximately 200 yards to anticipate future connection with City of American Canyon
wetlands and levee trails and future San Pablo Bay Wetlands Trail extensions.

The demonstration site will be located in Napa County at one of the planned access points to the
American Canyon tidal wetlands, and will also serve as an interpretive center with kiosk and
viewing area. The project complements and helps to implement the City of American Canyon's
currently funded CALFED project, the South Napa River Tidal Slough and Floodplain
Restoration Project. The project will include Internet monitoring of community invalvement in
upland Napa Watershed improvement projects.
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Upon project funding, preliminary design work and permitting would immediately begin. Actuat
construction work would begin in early Summer 1999 and should be completed within 90 days.

¥V, ECOLOGICAL/BIOLOGICAL BENEFITS,

ECOLOGICAL/BIOLOGICAL OBJECTIVES

The Wetlands Public Access Demonstration Project addresses several CAL-FED Bay Delta
Program objectives and Watershed Restoration Elements:

Warer Quality - Watershed activities may benefit water quality in the Bay-Delta by
helping to identify and control nonpoint sources of pollution, and to identify and
implement methods to control or treat contaminants,. Watershed activities that reduce the
pollutant loads in streams, lakes, or reservoirs could measurably improve downstream
water quality.

Water Supply Rellability - As humar land use activities within a watershed intensify, the
ability of that watershed to slow runoff and allow water to percolate into aquifers tends to
decrease, This modified condition can increase surface runoff and result in higher peak
flows during storms, This condition can make flood management more difficult and
reduce the opportunities to capture runoff in downstream reservoirs. Activities designed
to restore or enhance the ability of watersheds to absorb, store and release water can
reduce peak flows during storms and extend stream base flows through the dry season.
The benefits of theses activities include reduced flood risks, increased water supply
reliability, and improved habitat conditions for fish and wildlife.

Levee and Channel Integrity - Attenuation of flood flows coming from upper watershed
areas can provide benefits far downstream in the same system. Levees are most
vulnerable during high winter flows. Watershed activities that reduce these flows can
help maintain the integrity of the levees.

Ecosystem Quality - Watershed activities that improve riparian habitat, increase or
improve fisheries habitat and passage, restore wetlands, or restore the natural stream
morphology affecting downstream flows or species may benefit ecosystem quality.

Wartershed Stewardship - The Watershed Program will support on-the-ground activities

such as restoration projects, stream corridor rehabilitation and water quality enhancement.

The program also will support activitics that provide guidance or establish a framework
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for implementation of those types of projects. Such activities may include developing
local capacity for improved watershed management in diverse arenas, providing technical
assistance as requesied, identifying good management practices, providing assistance and
training for monitoring programs, and supporting locally developed education programs,

Education and Outreach, resource conservation education af the watershed level.
The goal of resource conservation education is the development of a citizenry that is
capable of and involved with making informed decisions on resource issues. Local
watershed programs provide one of the best opportunities to educate tocal citizens, and
pamicularly students, about their local watershed and its relationship to the bioregion.

HUMANS ARE INTEGRAL COMPONENTS OF ALL ECOSYSTEMS.

Humans are the single greatest modifier of ecosystem structure and function. Humans will
also suffer the most serious consequences of changes that make ecosystems less able to
sustain human life. Therefore, management of human activities must be an integral
component of plans to manage ecosystems. This element may seem rather obvious but
serves to emphasize the importance of linking the ERP with activities related to water
quality, water supply reliability, and levee integrity. This element also reminds us that
ecosystem management is a human problem, not an ecological one.

The Index of Watershed Indicators suggests that storm water runoff is the single largest
contributing pollutant to many waterways. Runoff from urban areas is the largest source of water
quality impairments to surveyed estuaries. Runoff that washes off roads, bridges, parking lots,
rooftops, and other impermeable surfaces picks up dirt and dust, rubber and metal deposits from
tire wear, antifreeze and engine oil that has dripped onto the pavement, pesticides and fertilizers,
and discarded cups, plastic bags, cigaretie butts, pet waste, and other litter, These contaminants
are often carried directly into our lakes, rivers, streams, and oceans. These impervious surfaces
also increase the peak flood flows which increase streambank erosion, alter stream morphology
and threaten life and property with increased flood risk..

Low!and environments (i.¢., rivers, wetlands) are often viewed as stormwater manapement and
biofiltration locations for treating or physically removing problems created in the upland
environments. However, many studies of existing high-quality wetlands, provide no evidence thai
rivers and wetlands historically served as contaminate filtration devices.

Use of wetlands for biofiltration can actually aggravate existing problems for many wetland
wildlife species. For example, in the Chicago region it is not unusual to find 100 to 200 parts per
million lead (and other contaminants) in tadpoles found in wetlands receiving highway
stormwater.

Stormwater, sediment loads, and the varied contaminants may be best managed on upland
systems. Upland ot dispersed stormwater treatment facilities would have significantly reduced

long-term maintenance costs and represent a more sustainable approach to management of
stormwater than centralized biofiltration wetlands.

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Because wetlands are so attractive to biclogical organisms (and, in fact, the biological organisms
are often key to the suceessful functions of the wetlands), it is necessary to intercept and treat
stormwater nmoft at the upland source before it reaches river corridors and downstream
wetlands.

Use of the watershed approach has helped commuynities address water duality problems caused by
NPS pollution. The watershed approach looks at not only a water body but also the entire area
that drains inte it. This allows communities to foous resources on & watersheds most serious
environmental problems, which, in many instances, are caused by NPS pollution.

LINKAGES

The project will be incorporated into the City of American Canyon’s currently funded CALFED
wetlands restoration project, “South Napa River Tidel Slough and Floodplain Restoration Project
(98-C1044). The demonstration site will be linked to future levee trails around the American
Canyon wetlands and possibly to future levee and river trail projects being developed by the Napa
County River Trail, The Sonoma County Parks and Recreation levee trail easements through
Skages Island, the San Francisco Bay Trails Project, and other future levee trail systems in the
immediate San Pablo Bay Region,

The project is compatible with CALFED objectives and specifically meets the ERPP strategic
abjectives of reducing or eliminating stressor contaminants in reducing loading in runoff (pages
153-154 of ERP Volume II), and in reducing the effects of non-point source contaminants (pages
506-507 of ERP Volume I). The proposal also addresses the Strategic Plan Goal to protect or

testore functional habitat types throughout the watershed for public vatues such as recreation,
scientific research, and aesthetics.

SYSTEM-WIDE ECOSYSTEM BENEFITS

This Wetlands Public Access Demonstration Project is designed as a prototype which can be
easily and economically replicated in any watershed, thereby providing the same benefits in that
watershed. A series of “Wetlands Public Access Projoots” in the Napa, Sonoma, and Petaluma
watersheds could form the links for a San Pablo Bay Regional Wetlands Center located ina
central San Pablo Wetlands location like Skaggs Island. The same strategy coutd link the towns
of Suisun, Fairfield, Vacaville, and Dixon into 2 Suisun Bay Regional Center. The creation of a
San Pablo Bay Regional Center and a Suisun Bay Regional Center, along with the existing
Sacramento River Discovery Center, would begin to provide the opportunity 1o establish a
network of linked regional centers able to share information useful in enabling more efficient
system-wide ¢cosysiem restoration and management.

VI, TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY AND TIMING.

Traditional alternatives such as creosote wood pilings and non-pervious paving were not selected
because of the levels of toxicity and regulatory agency restrictions. Environmental compliance
and permitting wall be undertaken in conjunction with the City of American Canyon, the Napa
County Land Trust, which holds the conservation easement for the project site, and California

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Department of Fish and Game. The preferred construction materials have all been used separately
in wetlands projects around the country. This is the first project to incorporate all of these proven
technologies into a comprehensive wetlands access center design. No obstacles to project
implementation (other than lack of project funding) have been identified.

VIL MONITORING AND RATA COLLECTION METHODOLOGY.

An internet site featuring the Napa County Watershed and the American Canyon Wetlands
Habitat would be created and operated for at least twelve months. Onsite signage at the project
site would encourage visitors to visit the website for more detailed information on the American
Canyon Wetlands Habitat and the technologies used to create the access site. Website visitors
would be encoraged to adopt the Napa Watershed at various levels, and to originate and
participate in Napa Watershed projects. Website visitors would also be surveyed as to their
interest, knowledge, and participation in Napa Watershed projects as a diract result of their visits
to the project site and the Napa Watershed website.
