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System Requirements for the ASP.NET LMS

Draft, revision 8 (June 16, 2005)
Server Requirements:

Two servers are required. These two servers can reside on the same physical machine or separate machines.

1. Application Server (IIS)
2. Database Server (MS SQL Server 2000)
Application Server Requirements:

The application server must be running one of the following operating systems:

· Windows Server 2003

· Including web, standard, enterprise and datacenter editions

· Windows 2000 Server

· Including standard, advanced server and datacenter editions

The number of simultaneous connections allowed to the application server will be determined by the license model employed and the actual operating system.  

· The simultaneous connection limit for all Windows Server operating systems is determined by the licensing model.
The application Server must be running Internet Information Services (IIS).   IIS must be configured for use with the .NET framework.
· For Windows 2000 Server, IIS version 5.0 or higher must be installed
· For Windows Server 2003, version 6.0 or higher must be installed

The application server must have the .NET Framework installed.

· The LMS has been designed using version 1.1 with Service Pack 1.  Version 1.0 may work but has not been tested.

· The .NET framework has the following requirements (this may not be a complete list):

· Microsoft Data Access Components (MDAC) version 2.6 or higher

· Windows installer version 2.0 or higher

· Internet Explorer 5.01 or higher

The LMS will require write access to one directory.  In this directory, all data export files will be written.

· An SMTP service should be available for use
· The SMTP service must allow the application server to relay messages

· The SMTP service must not require authentication

· If no SMTP service is installed, it will not be possible to send email notifications.

Database Server Requirements:
The database server must be Microsoft SQL Server 2000

· Standard Edition or higher (Per Processor license recommended)
· Service Pack 3 recommended

A single database will need to be created.  This database may need to grow in size indefinitely.  The preferred name for this database is “lms”.  If it is not possible to use this database name, another name must be designated and made known prior to installation.

The LMS will need SQL Server login credentials.  This means that MS SQL Server 2000 must support SQL Server authentication mode.

· If the authentication mode is Windows only, this must be made known prior to installation.

· The login will need SELECT, INSERT, UPDATE, DELETE and EXECUTE permissions.
The application server must be able to communicate with the database server.

SQL Client tools must be available at the time of installation.

Hardware Requirements:

There are currently no specific hardware requirements beyond what is required for the operating system and database server.  System resources (Processor/RAM etc) will directly affect the responsiveness of the LMS and how many users can simultaneously connect to the server.
Application server hard drive space requirements will largely be determined by the size of the courses being deployed with the LMS.  Typically, these will not exceed 100MB.  Database server requirements are discussed above.

Client Requirements:

Any machine connecting to the LMS must meet the following requirements.  Client hardware will affect the responsiveness of the LMS.  Any courses launched from the LMS may have additional requirements beyond what is listed here.

· Internet Explorer 5.5 w/SP2 or higher is recommended.

· Other browsers have not been tested but should work.

· Firefox has received limited testing.

· The browser must allow the creation of a session cookie (persistent cookies are not utilized).

· Pop-up windows containing courses will be launched when a user clicks certain links.  Any installed pop-up blockers must allow for this.
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
