Through partnerships with local and regional agencies, the CALFED agencies aim to increase water supplies, ensure efficient use of water resources and add flexibility to California’s water system.  The program elements that support the water supply reliability objective are:   Storage (Surface and Ground water), Conveyance, Water Transfers, Water Use Efficiency, and the Environmental Water Accounts
