CALFED agencies and the Water Quality, Ecosystem Restoration, and Watershed Management programs are investing in water quality projects to improve water quality for all beneficial uses, including drinking water, agricultural water, providing clean water for a diverse and healthy aquatic ecosystem, and support watershed stewardship.

The CALFED Program is committed to achieving continuous improvement in the quality of the waters of the Bay-Delta system with the goal of minimizing ecological, drinking water, and other water quality problems.  Improvements in water quality will result in improved ecosystem health, with indirect improvements in water supply reliability.  Improvements in water quality also increase the utility of water, making it more suitable for more uses and reuses.
